Abstract: Vladeta Jerotic was a man of encyclopedic education and Rena-
issance knowledge of philosophy, medicine, psychology, psychiatry, literature,
art, etc. As a thinker, Jerotic was bold enough to deal with many of the most
significant metaphysical, theological, anthropological, psychological and ethical
issues. Almost all of his popular books primarily focus on the problem of human
nature, man and his relationship with God. According to academician Jerotic,
man is eternally split between good and evil, between God and the Devil, but who
is constantly striving for self-improvement as well. Dr Jeroti¢, a favorite lecturer,
moral role model and philosopher had an extraordinary gift to convey his know-
ledge, wisdom and ethical messages and lessons to listeners and viewers. At the
times of the anomie and spiritual crisis, he persistently and patiently emphasized
the value of education, religion, tolerance and culture for decades.

Abstract: In numerous literary reviews of Vladeta Jeroti¢, dedicated to
Serbian writers from the Middle Ages to contemporary writers from the end of
the 20th and the beginning of the 21st century, our attention is focused on writers
and works of new Serbian literature. Jeroti¢'s views on Dositej Obradovi¢, Vuk
Karadzi¢, Against Mateja Nenadovi¢, Jovan Sterija Popovi¢, Petar Drugi Petro-
vi¢ Njegos, Lazi Kosti¢, Pero Todorovi¢, Dragutin Ili¢, Radoje Domanovi¢ and
Borisav Stankovi¢ were analyzed. It is pointed out on the specificity of Jerotic's
interpretive method in which they cross psychological and psychoanalytic, with
anthropological and literary historic approach. Thanks to all this, Jeroti¢ wrote an
informal but very meaningful history of Serbian literature for the last nine centu-
ries, and a segment dedicated to the Serbian writers of the 18th and 19th centuries
is the most challenging part of that history in both interpretative and contextual
terms.

VLADETA JEROTIC'S DIARY PROSE

Abstract: This paper will deal with Vladeta Jerotic's diary prose, which
was recently published by Vladeta Jerotic Foundation (2019) as "Dnevnik 1938-
1945 (Diary 1938-1945)". This book demonstrates the polyvalence and diversity
of his creative interests: as a thinker and writer, or as a man who considers nume-
rous existential, ethical, sociological and other issues of a broader significance,
not only for the individual, but for the entire collective. At the same time, the
diary provides an opportunity to re-sketch and complete Jerotic's creative portrait,
which in many ways deserves the attention of readers and literary researchers
from different aspects.

Abstract: Vladeta Jerotic recognized religiousness in literary works of
Milan Rakic as well as in Bora Stankovic’s, Saint Justin’s, Njegos’s, Laza
Kostic’s, Dostoyevsky’s, Nastasijevic’s and other writers and poets. Jerotic inter-
prets Rakic’s poetry, gives answers to lots of questions and topics, reviling the
poets secret using psychoanalytic model as well as holyfathers which means that
each being is continuous “reviling of God”. For him, Rakic is more than the others
had said about him and, together with it, even more than what the poet himself
was considering. In Rakic’s pessimism Jerotic recognized suffering of old
martyrs which is shown in Christians’ enduring as it is in a poem Osvit (Dawn).

Confirmation to this thesis is the poem Jasika (Aspen), which was written
just before the poet’s death. Thus faced with death, as with God himself, he flic-
kers, trembles and shines like an aspen, which is a hint of a new, flickering, tran-
sformed and resurrected life. This is what Vladeta Jerotic writes about in the last
chapter of his book about Rakic and religiousness.

The corpus of our rese-
arch consists of Jerotic’s texts in the field of Serbian literature of the 20" and 21
century.

Abstract: Collective folk experience had been deposited and pithily ver-
balised in the form of folk proverbs for centuries. Their interpretation is not new
to science. However, the interpretation gets a new meaning when a person who
is a psychiatrist, scientist, writer, and religious thinker deals with this topic. Vla-
deta Jerotic uses the multidisciplinary aspect of his rich knowledge and experien-
ce and observes folk wisdom from his own perspective.

Can the psychological profile of the collective self of a nation be defined
through the interpretation of proverbs? What does this tell us about the past that
is not explicitly written in history books, and how can we use psychological
analysis of proverbs for the modelling of the present? Jerotic does not impose his
judgment, he subtly points to the essential elements necessary for new readings.

THE POWER OF THE LIVING WORD
OF THE ACADEMICIAN VLADETA JEROTIC

Abstract: First of all, the paper was written in gratitude to Academician
Vladeta Jeroti¢ for all the words (spoken and written) that he gave to all the people
who needed his words. With this paper we wanted to point out the power of the
living word of the Academician and the nature of communication achieved with
the listeners (and viewers). Academician Jeroti¢ determined the topic of his pre-
sentation in advance and based his discourse on scientific sources. This research
should show that the transmission of a message or making communication is the
immanent feature of any discourse, regardless of its form or style. This paper also
deals with the content and interpretation of general subjects from the lectures. He
talked about various topics in the field of psychiatry, theology, philosophy, lite-
rature, citing famous (and less known) names from the world of science and art,
skillfully combining conversational and scientific style. The general places are
outlined for which Academician Jeroti¢ is recognizable: family, marriage, indivi-
duation and worshiping God, the culture of dialogue, the development of perso-
nality.

The structure of our work encompasses the answers to two key questions
related to the public speaking of the Academician Vladeta Jeroti¢: What Jeroti¢
speaks? and How Jeroti¢ talks? For these reasons, we analyze his lectures aimed
to the wider audience, as they are organized as the public lectures at subsidiary
faculties and in cultural institutions. Starting from a transcribed audio track, we
put a textual organization above the sentence level in the center of discourse
analysis. Firstly, we singled out someone else's from the author's speech, and then
in the frames of the author's speech we observed the features of the conversational
style, i.e. we talked about the interaction of scientific and conversational style.
The conversational style is just a framework for more direct and more expressive
addressing to listeners. His word around which we gather today after his death,
confirms how much, in fact, it is powerful, alive and how it has linked us with its
strength, essence, content. Also, the idea of being associated with the word of
Jeroti¢ relativizes death as the ultimate category of human existence.

Abstract: Moral issues are likely to produce confrontations: whether the-
re is worthless human life; whether there is a supreme authority that can override
individual rights; whether the advancement of science will challenge our most
fundamental moral convictions, or, to put it even more strongly: are we heading
towards a dehumanized future? In antiquity the concept of euthanasia was highly
praised, although not always accepted. In the modern times, particularly in the
post WW2 Europe the issue was very sensitive and particularly in the socialist
countries, very intensely discussed and carefully handled. We examine the issues
briefly and conclude that the problem is a misunderstanding in respect of the con-
cepts of person, life, value, autonomy, euthanasia, or paternalism, which the exci-
ted “defenders of rights and justice” almost never consider in sufficient depth, to
conclude that over the centuries the attitudes toward end-of-life decisions pro-
bably did not evolve very much. When deciding, what the persons’ interests are
- we will always have to guess with utmost reserves, and to deliberate with extre-
me care.

THE RETURN OF ROMANTICISM TO PSYCHOLOGY?
JEROTIC’S READING OF NOVALIS AND RILKE

Abstract: This paper attempts to understand two of Jeroti¢’s topics (topos)
which make him an exquisite psychologist. The first topos is his multiplicity and
variety of interests, perceptions and opinions; from psychology and history of art,
to the philosophy of mysticism and theosophy. This indicates that Jeroti¢ did not
belong to any scientistic or philosophical system and he did not form his opinions
based on any aesthetic or ontological theory. This is the reason why Jeroti¢ formed
his own scientistic theological aesthetic image of the world.

The second topos was his affinity and vivid interest in a fairly rare thing in
today's academic circles - the romantic aesthetic mystery, which represents the
heart of romanticism, found in the great romantic poets Novalis and Rilke, whom
Jerotic happily reread very often.

There is indeed a small number of intellectuals who can deal this pheno-
menon, and Jerotic was one of them. Poetic mystery and the experience of the
world based on this phenomenon should not be mistaken for the mystical.
Mystery is a concept present in philosophy, especially in the philosophy of Plato,
Plotinus, Boehme, Eckhart, Leibnitz, Kant, Bergson, Wittgenstein, that is, among
all those philosophers whom Jerotic was interested in.

The mystery in poetry and philosophy should be understood as a task to
the thinking process, as what is yet to be articulated in language and described by
poetics or philosophical reflection; therefore, this kind of intellectual mystery is
to Jeroti¢ the most refined and the biggest academic challenge.

Recognizing, on
the basis of his rich clinical and psychotherapeutic experience, that the principle
of mental compensation has its own creative dimension, he sought to lighten it
and point out the way to change and overcome unconscious processes that were
an obstacle to normal functioning. This knowledge becomes important for his
later interpretation of literature and the work of holy fathers.

VLADETA JEROTIC AND HIS CONTRIBUTION
TO THE ETHNOSOCIOLOGY AND ETHNOPSYCHOLOGY
OF THE SERBS

Abstract: Vladeta Jeroti¢, in his huge creative opus of an interdisciplinary
and multidisciplinary character and approach, academician Vladeta Jeroti¢
encompassed many socio-humanistic disciplines (psychiatry, psychology, socio-
logy, anthropology, pedagogy, theology ...), one of which is the ethno-sociology
of the Serbs. Although he did not deal with this discipline in a comprehensive and
systematic way but more sporadically and fragmentarily, without using any rigo-
rous scientific methodology and apparatus, he did not mind him to achieve pro-
found and precise observations on the national character of the Serbs. One of the
few books in which he paid more attention to this topic is "Serbia and Serbs".
Also, his numerous lectures, television shows and tribunes all over the country
contain frequent digressions about this scientific problem. Also, his very rich pro-
fessional, scientific and life experience enabled him to become acquainted with
the mentality and character of the Serbian people. His numerous journeys and
professional specializations in many European countries (Switzerland, Germany,
France, England ...) also enabled him, using a comparative method, to compare
Serbian culture with the national cultures and characters of other European nati-
ons and, consequently, to achieve brilliant and mature insight into the national
character of the Serbs. Vladeta Jeroti¢ contributed to the foundations of
ethnopsychology as one of the highly contested sciences. His starting point about
this was our distinguished characterist Dvornikovi¢, whom he often referred to
and for whose book he wrote a preface.

THE POWER OF PSYCHOTHERAPY IN SETTING THE DREAM
IN THE SERVICE OF PERSONALITY INTEGRATION

Abstract: The bridge between consciousness and unconscious dreams has
always been a controversial topic. Since the release of Sigmund Freud's interpre-
tation of dreams, the work with dreams is a standard technique that is often used
in psychotherapy. For each psychotherapy, the study and work of dreams is of
great importance for the prognosis, therapy, integration and personality develop-
ment. VVarious theories and explanations treat dreams depending on the institution
of the theory they belong to. Gestalt therapy accepts the challenge of working
with dreams and is successful with it. The father of Gestalt therapy, Fritz Pearls,
made an important contribution to the theoretical interpretation of dreams and
therapeutic work with dreams. Perls, like Sigmund Freud, sees dreams of a royal
path toward personal progress and development. But his technique of using dre-
ams is not analytical but experiencing, and working with dreams helps in the
development and integration of personality. However, there are no empirical stu-
dies of the frequency of work of dreams in psychotherapy. This paper, through a
self-assessing questionnaire, pointed to various aspects of the work of dreams that
psychotherapists use in private practice. The results show that dream is often used
in therapy, and a significant relationship is found between the frequency of the-
rapists working on their own dreams and the frequency of work of dreams with
clients in therapy. Since the work of dreams was assessed as beneficial to the
clients, further studies will be of interest for examining the effectiveness and the
process of work of dreams.

Abstract: With his fruitful publishing activity, academician Vladeta Jero-
ti¢ pointed out to the importance of writing and spreading scientific ideas to the
generations of young scientists and philosophers. In this regard, academic writing
presents a special form of communication with scientists and educators. Although
it was long believed that writing for the scientific community is only the disse-
mination of already existing knowledge and that scientific papers represent a
channel through which it is to be presented to the academic community, over the
last decades the prevailing idea has been that the way of delivering information
is as important as the information itself. For this reason, academic writing has
become an ever-increasing subject in scientific and educational circles. Knowing
the norms of academic writing has a pedagogical implication for students and
young scientists who are progressively using professional literature, and the
knowledge of writing conventions greatly contributes to the understanding of the
text itself. In addition, independent research involves mastering the writing skills,
and many authors in this field advocate the idea that higher levels of study should
incorporate a course that deals with the analysis of academic discourse and
addresses the subject of academic writing. This paper aims to show the increasing
importance of the norms that exist in academic writing, with a special emphasis
on pedagogical and legal sciences.

LEGAL AND INSTITUTIONAL FRAMEWORK FOR EDUCATION

Abstract: In order to have an efficient and effective system of education
and scientific research in Serbia, it is necessary to establish its legal and instituti-
onal structure. These are two basic prerequisites for the development of education
and science that should serve all future generations that continue to work and act
on the basis of the rich intellectual heritage of Vladeta Jerotic. The aim of this
paper is to analyze the legal and institutional framework of education and scien-
tific research in Serbia and to identify its advantages and disadvantages and pro-
pose improvement actions. This is a theoretical study where the descriptive rese-
arch method and the analysis of primary and secondary sources were used. Refe-
rences used included positive law. The results of this research indicate that Serbia
has laws that regulate the system of education and scientific research in detail,
including a whole range of relevant institutions as well. It is desirable to improve
the control process regarding the implementation of regulations, which will lead
to a better work of these institutions.

Abstract: The history of the idea and the subject matter of setting up the
work structure are contained in the generally accepted Jerotic's syntagm "man is
an eternal explorer; man is an eternal child, and man is an eternal creator" through
the vision of the creation of a contemporary classic - academician Vladeta Jerotic
(1924-2018).

There are rare people in our surrounding, which differ from others in the
way that public discourses and published works "unveiled the influence of popu-
lar media personalities - the creatures of the modern age," empowering confiden-
ce in the "power of culture" for stimulating personal maturity by personal excep-
tional scientific achievement, creativity, consistent confirmation of human virtu-
es, intellectual honesty, and spiritual chastity. Vladeta Jerotic was that kind of
man. The aim of the paper is to emphasize the deep-seated approach and the in-
depth study of culture, which are connected with the self, individualism and the
need to point out the influence, the support of the primary background, through
the vision of disciplinary discourses. The work will be preceded by the previous
experience of Vladeta Jerotic as a noble teacher and educator of the Serbian peo-
ple, and then relevant contents that speak about the creativity of Vladeta Jeroti¢
in the spirit of his multifaceted creativity as a writer, psychiatrist, scientist and
religious thinker. A special review of the creative opus of academician Jerotic
will be given in the context of the rise of individualization of young people in the
conditions of globalization.

In the final part of the paper, the authors give an overview of the scope
and limitations of creativity in contemporary society. Creativity is recognized in
the postmodern society as an essential life skill, which requires promotion in all
segments of human activity, actualizing the importance of social creative skills,
which can, due to their potential, successfully solve a number of social problems.
Relying on the assumption that creativity can be a feature of every individual, but
with adequate incentives and support (primarilythe background), the inventive-
ness of Vladeta Jerotic is recognized as the dominant factor in nurturing and sti-
mulating the development of the self as a foothold of creativity for young people-
future creators of society in the 21st century.

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“THE SECRET OF CHILDHOOD” IN THE WORK
OF VLADETA JEROTIC AND MARIA MONTESSORI

Abstract: Recognizing the mystery of the phenomenon that is being obser-
ved and linking it with the messages from the Holy Scriptures (become as little
children, Matthew 18:3), is rarely seen in the history of pedagogy and culture in
general. This is still one of the ways to emphasize the complexity and importance
of the subject being analyzed. Maria Montessori wrote a study called The Secret
of Childhood (2003, 2017), while Vladeta Jeroti¢ wrote the book On the Secret
(2017).

This paper will try to demonstrate the practical and essential importance of
the discourse on the secret of childhood by interpreting the thoughts of two ver-
satile authors. It has existed for several decades at Montessori schools and pre-
schools around the world (“The teacher has to know and live the secret of child-
hood” — M. Montessori), while the ideas presented by Dr Jerotic (“The secret is
all around us, it is deep inside ourselves” — V. Jerotic) have inspired his admirers,
both in Serbia and abroad.

Jerotic conducted a psychoanalysis of the main characters, prince Tami-
no and princess Pamina, and revealed their incredibly rich and complex journey
of individuation, surrounded by evil on every side, turning to the forces of good,
having faith in them and in their right choice on their journey to the sublime and
sanctified, on the path to maturity, both emotional and intellectual. The process
of individuation that the main characters go though, confirms Jeroti¢'s thought
that the world cannot be transformed by force and power, but only by goodness
and love.
